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How to Get Free Credit Reports

	This document contains step-by-step instructions to get free or discounted credit reports from the top credit reporting agencies. Follow these steps closely and you will receive your free credit reports in minutes. Once you receive these free credit reports and set up accounts with the credit reporting agencies, you will then be able to take steps to repairing your damaged credit.
	
	Credit reporting agencies are much like banks and other types of creditors in that they are always trying to get more information from you and charge you money for every little thing. This has prompted me to create this brief guide to acquiring your credit reports for free and how to monitor your credit reports on a daily basis for a small fee. The processes I have provided are the most simple and effective way to get credit reports immediately.














Credit Check Total 
Credit Check Total is a credit monitoring service that is owned by Experian. You can use the Credit Check Total login to login to your Experian account as well. This service is not free but will allow you to pull all three of your credit reports on a daily basis. This will be extremely valuable to you as we work to repair your credit. 

Here is the step-by-step process to setting up your account:

1. Go to www.creditchecktotal.com.
2. Click on the “Get Yours Free” button.
3. Fill out the order form completely.
4. If you have moved in the last six months, use your older address.
5. Do not select “Free Credit Newsletter & Special Offers”.
6. Click on the “Submit” button.
7. Create username and password.
8. Enter your SSN and other information.
9. Enter your credit card information.
10. After 7 days you will begin to get charged $22.95 each month.
11. This will allow you to pull all three of your credit reports every single day.
12. You don’t need any other credit monitoring services after this one.
13. Make sure you don’t add any more services or you will get charged more money.








TransUnion
Follow these step-by-step instructions to receive a free credit report from TransUnion. This report is free to anyone who has been denied credit in any way in the last six months. These steps will show you how to take advantage of this to help you repair your credit.

Here is the step-by-step process to receive your free credit report:

1. Go to: http://annualcreditreport.transunion.com/tu/disclosure/disclosure.jsp?loc=1470
2. You can qualify for a free credit report for a variety of reasons on this page.
3. The easiest reason to get your report from is being denied credit in the last six months.
4. To select this option, go to the second grey box and the first option is denial of credit. Click on this link.
5. You will then be sent t o a page where there are other options to get your report. Simply check the box next to denial of credit and enter the bank or lending institution that denied you credit.
6. Click the next button at the bottom of the screen.
7. You will now arrive on a page that looks like a credit monitoring service. TransUnion owns this service.
8. You will need to create a new login by filling out the information, or if you have an existing TransUnion account, you can use that to login.
9. After entering your information, make sure to not select any of the other services offered. They are a waste of money.
10. Double check that your information is correct and then click the next button.
11. Pick a username and password and fill out any additional information required.
12. Click the accept button and you will have created your account and will be given a free credit report from TransUnion.

Equifax
Follow these step-by-step instructions to receive a free credit report from Equifax. This report is free to anyone who has been denied credit in any way in the last six months. These steps will show you how to take advantage of this to help you repair your credit.
	
1. Go to https://aa.econsumer.equifax.com/aad/landing.ehtml
2. Input the information requested.
3. Under “Reason For Credit File Request”, select the “Denied Credit, Insurance, Change in Credit Limit or Other Benefit” button.
4. Accept the terms of use.
5. Click on the “Submit” button.
6. On the next page you will be asked for more personal information. ONLY GIVE INFORMATION THAT IS REQUIRED. DO NOT GIVE YOU DRIVERS LICENSE NUMBER!
7. Click on the “Submit” button and your credit file will be found and you will be guided through the last steps to getting your free credit report.
